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The DMSO Data Engineering program sponsors the Unit Order of Battle (UOB) project.  UOB provides simulation developers with consistent and authoritative unit order of battle information.  UOB's intended purpose is to automate the start-up exercise data load process.

UOB consists of three main components, a data interchange format, a data access tool, and a library of authoritative UOB data sources.  

Data Interchange Format

The data interchange format (UOB DIF) presents order of battle information from all sources in a single understandable format.  This format eliminates the need for simulation developers to understand the minor differences between service specific and foreign order of battle data sets.  The format is based on data elements submitted to DISA for standardization.

Data Access Tool

The access tool provides unit order of battle data in the interchange format.  The tool contains two main components, a data browser and a force structure editor.  The browser features a graphical interface that allows users to browse unit hierarchies and examine/change unit data.  

The force structure editor creates a task force for a particular simulation exercise.  A user runs the application and selects units from the available sources and copies them into the scenario window.  

The editor also supports "rolling up" subordinate units into a parent unit, and the placement of units using the GCCS geographic location file. The tool also allows local equipment and personnel editing.  Scenarios can be saved for later reuse.

Authoritative Data Library
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The UOB data library consists of authoritative sources of unit order of battle data.  More sources will be added. The current library sources are:

· CFDB - US UOB.  Database maintained and distributed by OSD PA&E.  Database is SECRET.

· CFE – Conventional Forces Europe. European arms control countries only available on SIPRnet

· MIDB - Foreign UOB.  Database maintained and distributed by DIA.  Database is SECRET.

· Generic US - UOB information about generic US units.  Database is UNCLASSIFIED.

· ForceGen OPFOR - UOB information about classified and unclassified opposing forces provided by NGIC.

Operating Environment

The OB DIF access tool operates in two environments, classified on the SIPRNET and unclassified on the Internet both in windows 95 and NT.
