Frequently Asked Questions

What is the WARMOND?

The Warfighter Modeling and Simulation Online Needs Database (WARMOND) is a system sponsored by the Defense Modeling and Simulation Office. It is the information management system for the DMSO Warfighter Outreach program. This program is designed to ensure the Warfighter’s M&S needs are placed before the M&S community for appropriate action. WARMOND lists Warfighter functional M&S needs, related technical needs, and programs that may be responsive to those needs.

How do I register?

To request an account, go to the WARMOND home page at http://warfighter.msiac.dmso.mil You should receive a username and password within two working days.
Whom do I contact if I forgot my password or if I have a problem logging on?

Go to the WARMOND home page, and select “I Forgot My Password.” Also, you may contact the Modeling and Simulation Information Analysis Center (MSIAC) help desk at 1-888-566-7672 or 703-933-3323.

Who may submit a need request?

Anyone with an account may nominate a Warfighter M&S need. 

How do I submit a need?

Log on to the system and select  “Nominate A New Need.”
What is an elicited need?

An elicited need is one provided directly by a Warfighter. 

What is a derived need?

A derived need is one that DMSO derives from Warfighter input. As an example, a Warfighter may request a particular product. DMSO would derive a need based on the capability that requested product would provide to the Warfighter.

What is a functional need?

A functional need is one directly related to an operational activity.

What is a technical need?

A technical need is one that supports, or enables a functional need. For example: The ability to rapidly generate digital terrain (technical need) supports the ability to conduct short notice mission rehearsal (functional need).

What if the keyword I want is not in the keyword list?

You may nominate a new keyword by selecting “Nominate A New Need,” then select “Nominate A New Keyword.”
I noticed every need has date created and date modified, what is their significance?

The date created is the date a need was first nominated by its originator. The date modified is the last date when the need was modified.

How long does it take to get a response after submitting a need?

The need will be processed within two working days.  A follow up response to the need will be sent via e-mail from the DMSO Warfighting Division.
Who will review the needs that I submit?

A needs committee composed of DMSO division heads, under the sponsorship of the Director of the DMSO Warfighter Division.



I noticed that the WARMOND system contains a series of preformatted reports. Can I modify an existing report?

You will soon be able to modify reports and save them. Additionally, you may conduct custom searches at any time.

How do I change my contact Information?

Log into the system and select “Change My Profile.”
