5.1. Jason Bewley presented the UltraSeek briefing.  All are encouraged to add Ultraseek to their sites; it is a free service from DMSO.  Questions were asked and answered about the license size and restrictions.

5.1.1. The license size has been doubled to 100,000 pages; approximately 50,000 have been used to date.

5.1.2. Larry Peterson asked if we are still required to keep to less than 127 sites.  We are not and want to grow as large as possible.  We may need to pay for this expansion, or consider dropping some sites already indexed.

5.1.3. Bruce Donaldson inquired about how “deep” searches can go: each collection is set to go down to a certain level.

5.1.4. There is a nominal charge for every non-government site that we’ve indexed that is “hit.”

5.1.5. Frank Valenzuela asked if there is a back-up server.  There is not, but a daily tape backup is performed.
