3. Introduction and Node Briefings
3.1. The meeting was opened at 1100 by LTC Thompson.  He reported that Jim Augins and Gary Garingo would be presenting their interoperability paper at SIW on 15 March 1999.
3.2. Innotive:  Jim Augins submitted papers as candidates to ITEC and is awaiting response.

3.3. MEL:  Fred Newman reports that version 2.0 implementation is about complete.  An IPR was taking place in San Diego today (11 March), and a MEL/MSRR meeting was scheduled for 12 March in Monterey at NRL.

3.4. Army:  Wanda Wharton relates that registration continues and AMSO is still working diligently to get the M&S entries updated, as well as submitted to the MSRR.  The three services have had recent software upgrades to their systems, which will enhance capabilities.  They plan to meet later this month to discuss further upgrades and improvements for the MSRR.

3.5. Air Force:  Chuck Schwarz advises that the Air Force continues population.  The Air Force MSRR working group is looking to come up with URLs to add to the search capability.

3.5.1. LTC Thompson requested that all nodes uncover URLs to add, in addition to continuing work on coming up with “measures of merit.”

3.6. BMDO:  Danny Mason reports that JNTF continues to populate fields in the database, especially POCs.  They hope to demo their querying of other service’s databases at the April Users Conference.

3.7. C4ISR DSC:  Deborah Kelly says that registered new users now total 630; initial records continue to be updated.

4. TST Update

4.1. Jim Augins advises that they expect to demo the Navy MSRR system site on 20 April.  Current action involves peer-to-peer experimentation with the Navy system.

4.1.1. The Navy does not encrypt passwords at this time.

4.1.2. Jim Augins is following the HLA program lead – minimal set of standards for interoperability.
