3. BoD Updates

DMSO will hold a meeting on May 11th  (new date) regarding putting currently dispersed DMSO products in the MSRR.  CAPT Johnson will request renewal of the BoD charter at the MSWG on May 17th.  Gary Misch advises installation and testing of the new DMSO software is now taking place, and that work will commence on the cross-node search, as soon as funding is in place.

Navy is working on requirements for accreditation and VV&A, and is looking into hiding fields that do not contain information so they do not appear to be missing data.  IST will provide reports to the Navy (as they do for the Air Force) on frequency/use of certain fields (aids in defining which fields are critical).

DSC expects their May 15th software version to expedite interoperability, and asked about the status of the tech exchange.  (The exchange will take place when the funding for the DMSO developer is in place – approx. two weeks.)  Keith Dean will attend the MSWG on May 17th.

BMDO polled the BoD to ascertain if the other nodes were using version 5.6.

Army reports that content updates are being executed via site visits.

DIA reports that funding is in place; next year’s projected activities include reorganizing conceptual models and tying UOB tools to the characteristics database.

4. BoD Charter

Discussion generated regarding updates to BOD charter..  Question arose about whether both DMSO and MSIAC should be listed as nodes under “Organization and Membership”.  Gary Misch took action to rewrite that sentence to read:  …DMSO [(chair) (to include the MSIAC)]….  Discussion also ensued about the definition of “sponsor-level” (policy-making organizations, not field activities).  There is some concern about incorporating new nodes into the BoD and how their data would be validated.  The BoD recommended the charter be forwarded for approval.

5. Roadmap Update

Frank Valenzuela’s absence precluded extensive discussion on the Roadmap.  The BoD needs to come up with a vision to brief to EXCIMS.  Action for all to provide comments on roadmap by May 25th.


6. Industry Days 

Discussed floor layouts for industry days.  The site will provide 6 internet drops and 6 monitors. (AF, Army, Navy, BMDO, C4ISR DSC, DMSO).  Nodes are to bring laptops loaded with demos and arrive no earlier than 9am (but well prior to 2pm) on Monday, May 22nd.  John Powell is the POC for this event and will be at the site at 8am on the 22nd.  John Powell took action to arrange for four easels.
